     (2) Paint Log Record Keeping


1.  Purpose.  To disseminate information regarding the policy and procedures for the 1st FSSG CARC spot painting program.

2.  Background.  Reference (a) is the U.S. Marine Corps Technical Manual, "Painting and Registration Marking for Marine Corps Combat and Tactical Equipment," dated October 1986.  It shall be utilized to determine application procedures, equipment requirements and camouflage painting patterns for all tactical equipment.  Reference (b) is the Department of the Army technical bulletin for CARC spot painting and shall be utilized as the primary source for CARC spot paint application.  Reference (c) establishes maintenance management policy regarding CARC spot painting within I MEF.  Reference (d) is a health hazard assessment of water-borne CARC paint.  Reference (e) establishes San Diego county regulations regarding motor vehicle and mobile equipment refinishing operations including emissions control and record keeping.  Reference (f) is water-borne camouflage coating procurement information for purposes of utilizing CARC paint that conforms to requirements of reference (e).

3.  Information. 

    a.  This LOI pertains to 1st and 2nd echelon maintenance requirements for spot painting application of CARC and its   
associated primers.  All other applications shall conform to all applicable references, regulations and programs.

    b.  Site Requirements.  Units desiring to conduct CARC spot painting are required by reference (c) to have an approved site.  This site shall be approved in writing by a representative of the AC/S G-4 Environmental Compliance section and shall conform to the following specifications:  



(1)  Each site shall be geographically definable and can be designated down to the company level.  "Geographically definable" can include several sites within a single compound as long as they are identifiably separate.


   (2)  Each site shall maintain separate record keeping.

        (3)  Each site shall be located outdoors where conditions allow for adequate ventilation.


   (4)  Each site shall have proper spill control, containment and clean up equipment to ensure prevention of CARC, in both solid and liquid form, from being released into the environment.

        (5)  Each site shall have a CARC paint coordinator appointed in writing. 


c.  Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).  


   (1)  References (a), (c) and (d) establish that the use of water-borne CARC paint by brush application does not require  respiratory protection if the individual application is limited to: 1 quart per day with no more than 4 hours of use per day and less than 30 days of application per year, per individual.  All other PPE identified in the material safety data sheet (MSDS) shall be used.


   (2)  Individuals performing surface preparation of CARC painted surfaces, including sanding and grinding or other surface disturbance, shall be required to wear an air purifying respirator with a high efficiency particulate air (HEPA) filter per references (a), (b), (c) and (d).  The wearing of respiratory protection requires individuals to undergo medical surveillance, respirator usage training and respirator fit-testing prior to use.  Air-purifying respirators can be purchased from the Joint Safety Center or through commercial vendors.    


d.  Training.  

        (1)  All personnel engaged in CARC paint operations shall be trained in the hazard communication standard per the 29 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) part 1910.1200, subpart Z which shall include detailed information contained in the MSDS.  Initial hazard communication training is available from the Joint Safety Center, MCB Camp Pendleton, 1st FSSG Industrial Hygiene or other major subordinate command training programs.  Site specific requirements may be instructed at the unit level.


   (2)  All personnel involved in surface preparation shall be on the respiratory protection program per the current edition of BO 6280.8.  All personnel required to wear a respirator shall undergo medical surveillance, initial training and fit-testing.  Further information is available from the Joint Safety Center or 1st FSSG Industrial Hygiene.



e.  Record keeping.  Enclosures (1) and (2) are provided to meet the requirements of reference (e).  A designated site shall not exceed usage amounts of 20 gallons per year (12 month period); otherwise a county air permit shall be required.  Units exceeding 20 gallons without a permit may be subject to fines and penalties from regulatory agencies.  The enclosed log shall be maintained properly, accurately, up to date, accessible at all times and maintained for a period of three years.   



f.  Emissions limitations.  Reference (e) establishes limitations of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) for use in San Diego County.  VOCs for motor vehicle coatings are limited to the following: pretreatment coatings 780 g/l, pre-coat 600 g/l, topcoat 420 g/l and CARC coatings 420 g/l.  Any coatings exceeding these limits are unauthorized for use.

     g.  Waste Disposal.  Dust or paint chips resulting from sanding or grinding of CARC paint must be disposed of in accordance with all hazardous waste regulations.  The following are basic guidelines for dealing with CARC residue:




(1)  All required PPE shall be worn when working with CARC waste.




(2)  CARC residue shall be double bagged and packaged in open top metal drums.




(3)  The description shall be "Waste CARC Paint Chips and Dust."  The proper shipping name shall be: "Waste Paint, 4, UN1236, PGIII, EPA # D001, CA Waste # 461, 331."  




(4)  Materials contaminated with CARC material (tyvex, brushes, etc.) shall be disposed as "paint related materials" with the proper shipping name: "Waste Paint Related Materials, 4, UN1263, PGIII, EPA # D001, CA #331."




(5)  All CARC waste is classified by the Department of Transportation (DOT) as a class 4 flammable solid. 

4.  Policy.  While the decision to conduct CARC spot painting rests with the discretion of commanders, use of any CARC shall strictly conform to the applicable references and this LOI.

5.  Action. 


a.  Commanders (if applicable):



  (1)  Appoint a CARC paint officer or staff noncommissioned officer to manage the units' CARC spot painting program.  Provide copies of appointment letters to the AC/S G-4.



  (2)  Ensure compliance with references (a) through (f) and this LOI. 

b.  Assistant Chief of Staff, G-4:  Oversee management of the 1st FSSG CARC Spot Painting Program via the Industrial Hygiene section.

6.  Applicability.  This LOI is applicable to all units located aboard MCB, Camp Pendleton and is effective upon receipt.

AIR POLLUTION RECORD KEEPING

1.  Paint logs
    a.  The following information will be included in

paint/solvent usage logs at permitted and non-permitted sites:

        (1)  Date:  Day, month, year.

        (2)  Substrate painted: What the paint was applied to,  

i.e., wooden boxes, metal parts, towed equipment, etc.

        (3)  Paint manufactures name.

        (4)  Product ID number or manufacturer ID number: Milspec

or NSN number can be utilized if military purchase.

        (5)  Coating type: Paint (hardeners are considered a

paint), thinners, primers, etc.

        (6)  Mix Ratio: If coating is being thinned (the voc

content of your thinner must be logged in your paint log and the

voc content of mix ratios added together for a total voc content

as applied).

        (7)  Quantity used: The amount of coating used, i.e.,

1/2 gallon, 1 pint, etc.  Be as specific as possible.

        (8)  Quantity disposed: Enter the amount of material

that is disposed of if any.

        (9)  VOC content: Volatile organic compound content of

coating used (usually found on MSDS or paint can).

        (10)  Allowable VOC content: Volatile organic compound

content allowed for each specific painting operation.

        (11)  Application method: Brush, roller, HVLP, etc.

    b.  Each unpermitted paint site is limited to only 20 gallons

per year.

    c.  A separate log must be kept for each type of coating

(i.e. wood coating, metal parts coating, etc.).
