Upon arriving on scene, the CPFD will      initiate the Incident Command System and take appropriate actions as the emergency dictates. The CPFD has been provided a copy of this       Emergency Response Plan.        

11. Describe arrangements with the Provost Marshall/Area Guard:

    The Camp Pendleton Provost Marshall's Office (Military Police)will be      contacted in emergency situations to provide crowd and traffic control.      Upon arrival, the Military Police will receive instructions from the On     Scene Commander. The Military Police have been provided a copy of this     Emergency Response Plan.       
12. Describe arrangements with the local Hospital:

    The Camp Pendleton Naval Hospital (CPNH) will be contacted in              emergency situations to provide ambulance and medical services. If an      individual becomes a casualty from exposure to a hazardous material,       all efforts will be made to have the applicable Material Safety Data       Sheet (MSDS) transported with the victim. If a MSDS is not immediately     available, one will be provided to the Naval Hospital as soon as           possible. The Naval Hospital has been provided a copy of this Emergency     Response Plan.       
13. Describe arrangements with the San Diego County, Hazardous Materials       Management Division (HMMD):

    Camp Pendleton has a contract for services with the San Diego Hazardous     Incident Response Team (HIRT) for all services beyond  the capabilities     of the Camp Pendleton Fire Department (CPFD). If a uncontrolled            hazardous materials incident were to occur, the CPFD would secure the      scene and stand-by for the HIRT team. The San Diego County, HMMD has       been provided a copy of this Emergency Response Plan.

PERSONNEL TRAINING DESCRIPTION
The following describes the training provided for all employees that handle hazardous substances.
1. Training Topic - Procedures for handling hazardous materials, including hazardous substances:
Persons Trained: All personnel
Training time: 4 hr Refresher frequency: Annual Refresher time: 1 hr
Training Content: Proper procedures for hazardous waste storage, handling and labeling.  Review proper methods for all hazardous waste disposal and record keeping requirements.  Review material safety data sheets and safety procedures for materials handling.

2. Training Topic - Procedures for coordination with emergency response agencies:
Persons Trained: Emergency Coordinator and Alternate
Training time: 1 hr Refresher frequency: Annually Refresher time: 1 hr Training Content: Review of Emergency Response Plan and emergency notification procedures.  To ensure coordination with the local Fire Department, paramedics and the clean up contractor.
3. Training Topic - Use of emergency response equipment and  materials under the organizations control:
Persons Trained: All Personnel
Training time: 4 hr Refresher frequency: Annually Refresher time: 1 hr
Training Content: Annual inspection and maintenance of safety equipment (fire extinguishers, eye-wash stations) and review of procedures for proper use of safety and spill control equipment.
