HAZARD COMMUNICATION PROGRAM

I.  General Policy

The purpose of this notice is to inform all (units and or section name) personnel that this section is complying with the OSHA Hazard Communication Standard (HCS), Title 29 Code of Federal Regulations 1910.1200, by compiling a Hazardous Chemical List, using MSDS'S, ensuring that containers are properly labeled, and by providing all personnel with training.

This program applies to all work operations where exposure to Hazardous substances under normal conditions or emergency situations is possible.

Under this program, personnel will be informed of the contents of the Hazard Communication Standard, the Hazardous Properties of Chemicals with which they work, Safe Handling Procedures, and Measures to protect themselves from these chemicals.

II.  LIST OF HAZARDOUS CHEMICALS

The NCOIC of the Hazardous Waste Management Facility will maintain a list of all Hazardous Chemicals used, and will update this list as necessary.  This list will also identify the corresponding MSDS for each chemical.  The master list of these chemicals will be maintained in the Hazardous Waste Management Facility and a copy will be maintained at the (units and or section name)
III.  LABELS AND OTHER FORMS OF WARNING.

A.  The HW Management Facility NCOIC will ensure that all containers received or currently on site are properly labeled and updated as necessary.  The (units and or section name).  Safety NCO will be responsible for ensuring containers used in the (units and or section name), are marked/labeled, and on a regular basis perform compliance inspections of the HW Management Facility.

B.  Labels will contain chemical identity, appropriate hazard warning, and name and address of manufacturer or other responsible party.

C.  Incoming containers without labels will not be accepted.  In cases of chemical transfers to small containers, i.e., spray bottles, the responsibility for marking/labeling lies with the individual making the transfer.

D.  Signs will be posted for similar hazard storage areas.

IV.  MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS.

A.  The HW Management Facility NCOIC is responsible for obtaining and maintaining the MSDS'S.  He will review incoming data sheets for new and/or changes in significant Health Safety information.  Changes will be disseminated to affected staff and given to the training section so that programs can be developed or changed.

B.  The HW Management Facility Lot NCOIC will maintain an MSDS for each Hazardous substance. These MSDS's will be maintained in binders in each work area and will be readily accessible to all personnel.

C.  The HW Management Facility NCOIC will inform the Hazardous Materials Coordinator about missing MSDS'S and an attempt will be made to acquire the latest MSDS.

V.  TRAINING.
A.  The (units and or section name) is responsible for ensuring the development and presentation of training and education programs that emphasizes the following elements:


 A summary of the standard and this written program.


 Review chemicals present in the work space and provide training on handling and storage.


 Procedures for handling chemicals and protection against hazards when handling hazardous chemicals.


 Hazardous chemical spill and leak containment procedures.


 Show how to read labels and understand MSDS'S.


 First Aid.

B.  All personnel working with or with a potential of exposure to hazardous chemicals will receive initial training on the HCS and the safe use of those hazardous chemicals.

C.  The trainer/instructor will maintain records of personnel training and advise the facility manager of training needs.  All personnel will receive initial training on the Hazard Communication Standard by The Joint Safety Center and this section.


1.  As part of the training program assessment, input and feedback from all personnel will be solicited

VI.  NON ROUTINE TASKS.
A.  When personnel are required to perform Hazardous Non-Routine Task, (I.E. entering confined spaces) a special training session will be conducted to inform all personnel of the Hazardous conditions/chemicals to which they might be exposed.  Personnel will also receive instruction on proper precautions necessary to reduce exposure.

VII.  INFORMING CONTRACTORS AND/OR TEMPORARY HELP

A.  Temporary help will be briefed on all potential hazardous conditions and products used in the work area by the HW Management Facility NCOIC or the Hazardous Materials Coordinator.

B.  Sub-Contractors,- The Hazardous Materials Coordinator, upon notification from the HW Management  Facility NCOIC, will advise outside contractors of any chemicals hazards which may be encountered in the normal course of their work while on the premises.
