Subj:  LETTER OF INSTRUCTION (LOI) FOR THE 1ST FORCE SERVICE

       SUPPORT GROUP (FSSG) ANTIFREEZE RECYCLING PROGRAM 

Ref:   (a) Presidential Executive Order 12856 of 3 Aug 1993

       (b) MCBul 4440

       (c) MCB FY-99 Pollution Prevention Strategic Plan

1. Purpose.  To disseminate information regarding the 1st FSSG

antifreeze recycling program.

2.  Background.  Reference (a) mandates all Federal installations implement pollution prevention measures to reduce releases and off-site transfers of toxic chemicals/hazardous waste by 50 percent before
the end of calendar year 1999.  To comply with the references, 1st FSSG, in conjunction with Marine Corps Base (MCB), Camp Pendleton, is instituting programs to eliminate hazardous waste streams.  One identified major waste stream is antifreeze: 1st FSSG disposes of 68,000 pounds annually at a cost of $6,500 in permit and disposal fees.  This waste is also subject to special Environmental Protection Agency reporting requirements because the amount "used" exceeds Threshold Planning Quantity (TPC) limits.  However, because of its less restricting chemistry, the recycling of antifreeze is a rather simple process.

3.  Information.  To eliminate this hazardous waste stream, the Base Hazardous Materials Minimization Quality Management Board researched several options to recycle antifreeze.  On-site mobile recycling was determined to be the most economically and regulatory effective method.  Virgin antifreeze costs approximately $2.20 a gallon while on-site mobile recycling will cost approximately $2.68-$2.79 a gallon at the current contractor cost (dependent upon glycol content).  In order to offset this disparity and eliminate disposal costs, MCB obligated a subsidy of $12,000 on 1 Oct 97 to initiate the program for tenant commands on a first come, first serve basis.  Approximately $8,000 of this fund remained as of 15 Dec 97.  Once that money is exhausted, 1st FSSG will continue to maintain the program using centrally managed, reimbursable funding throughout the remainder of FY-98, and thereafter.

4.  Policy.  To meet the hazardous waste reduction level, all units in the 1st FSSG shall participate in the antifreeze recycling program.

5.  Action

a.  Battalion Commanders:

        (1) Eliminate procurement of virgin antifreeze with the exception of antifreeze required for exercises or deployments external to Camp Pendleton.

        (2) Prepare a DD-1149 requesting antifreeze recycling service.  Block 2 should read: M00681-97-D-0002.  Block 17A should read: Cool As New, 3405 Cerritos Ave, Los Alamitos, CA 92051-1609, 1-800-266-5523/310-596-9616.  The request should read "0001A UNTREATED PRODUCT BETWEEN 32%-50% ETHYLENE GLYCOL."  Do not include appropriation data and requisition numbers until the MCB subsidy is used up.  Submit completed DD-1149s to MCB purchasing and contracting (P&C) office, extension X-1937.  Near the depletion of the MCB subsidy, you will be notified when you need to submit another DD-1149 with 1st FSSG appropriation data and requisition numbers.

        (3) Utilize provided antifreeze recycling kits (funnel, pump, white accumulation barrels and blue dispensing barrels).  Label barrels as "Excluded-Recycled Materials."  Collect waste antifreeze in the white accumulation barrels.

        (4) Once a full drum of antifreeze is accumulated, contact the contractor at 1-800-266-5523 to request service.  A representative will come out to your area to measure the percentage of ethylene glycol in the waste antifreeze (to determine the invoice cost) and insert agitators.  Within 1-2 working days, the representative will return to process the antifreeze through the recycling equipment, bring the mixture up to a 50%-50% glycol/water mix, and add corrosion inhibitors.  A 55 gallon drum normally takes about 35-40 minutes to recycle and will meet MIL-A-46153B and MIL-A-53009 specifications.  

        (5) Maintain all receipts of completed recycling service.


b.  Assistant Chief of Staff, G-4.  Oversee implementation and management of the program.

     c.  Assistant Chief of Staff, Comptroller.  Provide financial support on a reimbursable basis to MCB, Camp Pendleton.

6.  Applicability.  This LOI is applicable to all units within the 1st FSSG located aboard MCB, Camp Pendleton and is effective upon receipt.
