       SUPPORT GROUP (FSSG) USED OIL FILTER RECYCLING PROGRAM

1.  Purpose.  To disseminate information regarding the 1st FSSG used oil filter recycling program.

2.  Background.  Reference (a) mandates all Federal installations implement pollution prevention measures to reduce releases and   off-site transfers of toxic chemicals/hazardous waste by 50 percent by the end of calendar year 1999.  To comply with this mandate, 1st FSSG, in conjunction with Marine Corps Base (MCB), Camp Pendleton, is instituting programs to eliminate hazardous waste streams and reduce expenditures.  References (c) and (d) are state and county requirements for classifying and maintaining used oil filter recycling programs.  Reference (e) is the Base order on the installation recycling program. 

3.  Information. 

    a.  Reference (c) establishes that used oil filters are not classified and managed as hazardous waste if the filters are drained of free-flowing oil and transported for purposes of metal reclamation to a scrap metal processor.  "Free-flowing oil" is defined as a continuous stream of oil exiting the filter when the filter is inverted.  Oil exiting drop by drop is not considered to be free-flowing.  The filter may also be modified to ensure that it is purged of free-flowing oil.  Units shall drain all used oil filters of free-flowing oil at the point of accumulation into appropriate hazardous waste containers prior to placing filters in accumulation barrels.  This draining process shall be conducted during the course of a work day and under no circumstances shall oil filters be left to drain over night.  
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   b.  The filters shall be accumulated, stored and transferred in a closed, rain proof container that is capable of containing any used oil that may separate from the filters placed inside. Recommended containers include poly or steel open-head 5 or 55-gallon drums.  These containers shall be labeled as "drained used oil filters" (not as hazardous waste) and show initial date of accumulation.  Locally produced labels are acceptable as long as the label contains all necessary information.  Storage of used filters is limited to one year per drum, per site.  A DD-1348 shall be used as a bill of lading to record the transfer of used filters and a copy shall be retained by the generator and receiving facility for a period of three years.  Used oil that accumulates in a container used to store and/or transfer used oil filters shall be managed as hazardous waste only after the filters have been removed.  Excessive free-flowing oil residue in the barrels may make them non-acceptable at the crusher or recycling facility.
     c.  Units shall accumulate used oil filters at their satellite or 60-day accumulation sites with required labeling.  Upon being full, containers of used oil filters shall be transported to an oil filter crusher site.  1st FSSG is in possession of two oil filter crushers, one at the 14 area hazardous waste facility (bldg. 14126) and one at 1st Maintenance Battalion (Bldg. 430606).  These sites shall empty and return the accumulation barrels, crush the filters and transport accumulated crushed filters to the MCB Recycling Center, (bldg. 20835, ext. 5-4892).   Oil filter crusher site personnel shall ensure that the recycling center records all turn-in of material from the 1st FSSG to ensure appropriate credit is given to the command for any generated revenue.
4.  Policy.  To meet the hazardous waste reduction level and reduce procurement costs, all 1st FSSG units shall recycle their used oil filters per paragraph 3 of this LOI.
5.  Action.  


a.  Battalions. 



  (1)  Accumulate used oil filters in designated areas for recycling purposes per paragraph 3 of this LOI.  Transport full containers or containers marked within one year accumulation time to an oil filter crusher site.



  (2)  Submit funding requests for support requirements of this program (barrels, spill kits, etc.) and other pollution prevention needs to the AC/S G-4 (Environmental Compliance) in order 

recycled materials per reference (e).
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b.  Commanding Officer, 1st Maintenance Battalion.  Accept, store, package, crush and recycle all used oil filters within the command.  Other commands' oil filters may be accepted if additional credit for recycled material revenue further benefits the battalion per reference (e).  

    c.  Assistant Chief of Staff, G-4.  Oversee implementation and management of the 1st FSSG used oil filter recycling program.  Provide liaison between units and the MCB Recycling Center.  Manage the 14 area oil filter crushing program.

6.  Applicability.  This LOI is applicable to all units within the 1st FSSG located on MCB, Camp Pendleton and is effective

upon receipt.
