Students must meet the following criteria:

a. 6-Month Minimum.  The Marine must have at least six months of service left after graduation or have an enlistment package pending (as verified by the Company 1stSgt on the screening checklist).

b. Full Duty.  The Marine must be in a full duty status and meet height/weight or body fat standards.  

Medical Officer or IDC.  To satisfy this prerequisite, (as per   ManMed, chapter 2), the individual must be screened by a medical officer or a qualified IDC that is assigned by that branch medical clinic to perform such duties should the medical officer be TAD or otherwise unavailable. 

c. No Personal or Financial Problems.  The Marine must have no personal or financial problems that will interfere with the training curriculum.

d. Serviceable Uniforms and Accessories.  All uniforms and accessories listed in the enclosures must be serviceable and belong to the Marine.  Students will stand an inventory inspection of all uniform items on training day one.

e. Nominations.  The nomination deadline is close of business of the fifth workday prior (Monday) to the class report date.  Nominations for the subordinate commands of 1st Marine Division, I MEF, 1st FSSG, 3rd MAW, and MCRD are submitted via their respective G-3 training.  All other units submit nominations directly to the Operations Chief, Corporals Course @ DSN 365-2074 or Commercial 760-725-2074. 

f. Reporting.  Nominees and stand-bys will report in the Service "C" uniform to building #21441, Camp Del Mar. Training will commence at 1300 following check-in on the report date. No students will be accepted after this time.
g. Report time is from 0800-1200 on that class report date.  Required reporting items are the Armed Forces Identification Card, Permissive TAD orders, medical records, screening checklist and meal card (if not on COMRATS).  SRB's are not required.  Stand-bys will be placed on the stand-by list until muster at 1245. Stand-bys will then be assigned a seat on a first come-first served basis, provided there are openings and they have the required reporting items. 

h. Permissive TAD orders to attend the school are issued at no expense to the government.  Billeting is provided.  It is required (even for married Marines) to reside in the billeting spaces during the course of the class.  Messing is available in the Del Mar area.
